Before the information gap activity have students watch the “Frozen” trailer.  Instruct them just to listen the first time; use closed captioning the second time.  Show pictures of each character and ask students if they remember who is who.   (Most students have probably already watched the movie, so they should have some background knowledge.)  Then, if some students know what the movie is about, have them retell it to the students who have not seen it before.  Or, if no one has seen the movie, then have students guess what they think it is about based on the trailer.
