ENG462

CONTEXT/LEARNERS: Since I am observing in a 101 Spanish class, I just modified this lesson’s language so it would be taught in English, and I think the learners would be quite similar ability-wise.  Students are in a college level course, have elected to take this class because of personal interest.  So students will be intrinsically motivated language learners.  However, they will be concerned about what grade they receive.
GUIDING PRINCIPLES: I believe in using immersion style approaches to language teaching.  I think it benefits students to have them get up, interact with their peers and the teacher, and be active learners.  Having realia or props in the classroom is a great way to engage students and interest them in what they are learning.

FIT IN SYLLABUS: Students are currently learning a lot of grammar, such as conjugation of verbs.  They are also thrown a lot of vocabulary that goes together.  Learning the types of clothing is an important part of a language; now that they can conjugate verbs, they can say what they or someone else is wearing.

	· Given a box of miscellaneous clothing articles labeled as what they are in English, TSSBAT create a clothing dictionary in English.  APWI writing the name of the clothing item, drawing a picture of it, and using it in a sentence. 

	Language Demand Objective(s)
	Students will use forms such as “I wear…” “He/she wears…” “We wear…” and practice using the prepositional forms “in the winter/spring/summer/fall” to connect seasons with the clothing choices that we make.

	Bell Ringer

Warm up 
	Teacher begins class with usual greeting: Hello class, how are you today?

	Students respond with how they are feeling.  They may ask the teacher how she is that day. 

Students will most likely ask what is in the box.  “What’s in the box?

	5 min
	Introduction - Objective 
	“Very good question class.  Let’s see what is in the box, it is a mystery right now.”

The teacher reaches into the box and pulls out an article, which is a pair of glasses.  She says, “In the box, there are glasses.”  The teacher shows it to the students.  “These are glasses.  What do I have, class?”
“Today we are going to learn the names of different types of clothing.  On your desks you have a worksheet to make a dictionary of the different types of clothing.  There are three columns to write the new word, draw a picture and write a sentence.”

“What is already on the sheet?  What kind of clothing?”  The teacher may point to the Photo if students are not understanding the connection with the glasses she pulled from the box and the glasses on the worksheet.
“Yes, there are glasses.  In the first column, we write “glasses.”  In the second column we draw a pair of glasses.  In the third column, we write a sentence.  The sentence says, “My friend wears black glasses..”

“Very good, now we will create our own dictionary for the types of clothing. I need a volunteer to choose the next article of clothing from the box.”  The teacher mimicks a student coming to the box to choose a piece of clothing.  “Who would like to volunteer to choose a piece of clothing from the box?”  
	Students will respond that they are glasses.
Students focus their attention on the worksheet already on their desk.

The students will answer “There are glasses.”
A student will raise his/her hand, say “Me”.  If no one volunteers, then the teacher will choose students randomly, because she will need 13/14 people to choose from the box

During each vocabulary word, the teacher asks the student volunteer, “What is the new vocabulary word?”  After answering, the teacher writes the word on the board and tells the students, “Write the word ______” Now, draw the word.”  The teacher makes her own picture.  Then, the class will create a sentence together.  The teacher will model the grammatical phrase “I wear _____”  and encourage students to conjugate it.


	A new student comes up to the box and chooses an article of clothing each time.  The student holds the article up for his/her peers to see it.

The student volunteer will read the ticket on the piece of clothing.  He/she may need help with the pronunciation.

	5 min
	Activities
	The teacher will now have students break into partners and discuss which articles of clothing are worn during which season.  The teacher will draw a picture next to each of the season words (which students have already learned during calendar):

Fall (draw a tree losing leaves)

Winter (draw a snowflake)

Spring (draw a flower)
Summer (draw the sun)
Teacher encourages students to use the phrases: 

Student A “When can I wear ___________?”

Student B “You can wear  __________ during the __________”


	Students choose a partner.  They go through their clothing dictionary and decide which of the clothing items can be worn when.  Students will write down the seasons next to the sentence and make a fourth column.

Student B “You can wear  __________ during the __________”
